First and foremost ihe outflow of sewerage Into
the river needs o be controlled.

Imigation and Water Resources Department has constructed varlous struclures / schemes such as canals, drains,
Barrages, Tubewells, checkdams and Ghals etc. and maintaining Il periodically under TTZ Area. Canals are
constructed lo imigate fields to mest water requirement of crops, drains are made to divert raln water to nearby
water body thus prevent flooding of valuable area. Bamages are constructed to raise river water level public
wellare/ ulllity purposes such as Irigation facillties and drinking water requirement.

a Agra Canal System - This Irrigation system was constructed in British perod and
extended/upgraded according as per requirements from time to time.This system provides fachity of
imigation for the crops In district Agra ,Malhura and Bharatpur (Rajasthan). The main Agra canal
offlakes from upsiream of okhla Barrage constructed across Yamuna River at okhla, New Delhi. The
Length of main canal is 160 Km and It comprises of dlslributaries and minors system to provide
irigation facilitles to crops.

b. Ganga Canal System -The lrrigation facility in District Agra, Mathura and Firozabad is also through
Ganga Canal system. This system is situated at lail end of Ganga Canal system.
c. Keetham Lake — Keetham Lake is 7.20 Km Long and 24 feel deep. It is situated in District Agra.

The Lake is fllled by Kestham escape offlaking from Agra Canal.lt has also developed as a natural
habitat for bird nesting site and tourist spot. The lake Is beneficial for ground water table recharge.
Mathura refinery is also feeded by water avallable in Keetham Lake.

d Gokul Barrage - The main objective of construction of Gokul Barrage is to provide drinking waler in
district Mathura. This Barrage is constructed across Yamuna River near Gokul village. This Barrage
has been constructed and belng malntained with the fund of Urban Development department.

e Extension, Renovation and Beautlfication of Ghats on Yamuna Rlver in Vrindavan - This
comprises extension and beautification of Kesee Ghat , Jugal Ghal, Bhriman Ghat, Cheer Ghat
Bihar Ghal situated at right bank of Yamuna in Vrindavan, the project includes landscaping, lighting
and intercepting sewage dralns. This Project is under construction but at present work is paused due
to stay by Hon'ble N.G.T.

f. Tubewells for Irrigation — There are 1214 nos. of state lubewells running in District Agra ,
Mathura, Firozabad, Hathras & Etah to provide the irrigation facility to the farmers , specially small
and marginal In TTZ Area.

g Dangaull Lift Canal- Dangaull LIt Canal was constructed in year 1970 at left bank of Yamuna
River In District Mathura , to provide the irrigation faclllty to command area in District — Mathura with
discharge capacity of 15 Cusec.

h. Checkdam - Checkdams has been constructed in district Agra to retain the raln water in
drains/small rivers. This stored water is beneficial for ground water recharge and drinking water for
animal.

i, Small Dams (Bandhl) - Small Dams (bandhi) has been constructed to retain the rain water in
district Agra, This stored water is used 1o provide irrigation for crops.The water is also bensficial for
ground water recharge.

J Drains « Dralns are malntained to divert rain water to nearby water body thus prevent flooding of
valuable area In Agra , Mathura, Firozabad. Hathras and Etah.

Recommendation - As all above structures are made for welfare of farmers and public utillty purpose therefore it
is highly recommended that all the above struclures should be malntained/upgraded regularly as per requirement
time to time, so lhat public welfare purposes should not be affected.
